Help garden birds by maintaining a filled 
bird bath and supplying supplementary food including black sunflower seeds, 
pinhead oatmeal, soaked sultanas, raisins, currants, mealworms, waxworms, 
and a nutritious seed mixture, when natural supplies become scarce.
